Land has been purchased 
atCarmelaram; the construction of a chapel is in plan. Let us wholeheartedly 
support this new venture in Bangalore and help the community in its timely 
need. I invoke God's blessings on all who with great ecclesial and 
missionary commitment toiled hard to purchase the land!

Inauguration of Prabodhanam, the Faith Formation Programme for 
MCA and Mathrusangham Members

The official inauguration of Prabodhanam, the faith formation programme 
for MCA and Mathrusanghammembers took place on 17 July 2016 at St 
Mary's Malankara Catholic Church Hennur during the Mar Ivanios Day 
Celebration in Bangalore. The Syllabus for 2016-'17 was handed over to Mr 
TM Johnson,the Exarchial President of MCA, Mr John Raj,the Bangalore 
District President of MCA and MrsMoncy John, the Bangalore District 
President of Mathrusangham.The faith formation programme envisaged for 
this year begins in August 2016 and ends in July 2017. The lessons relevant 
for the elders from Catechism Text Books of Class XI and XII are 
incorporated in the Syllabus for this year. I exhort all the members of MCA 
and Mathrusangham to earnestly follow this faith formation programme.

Re-launching of Mar Ivanios Prayer Ladder (MIPL) in the Exarchate

As most of you are aware, Mar Ivanios Prayer Ladder was a Prayer Ministry, 
initiated by His Excellency Jacob Mar Barnabas in the erstwhile MCC 
ETRI, for praying for the Canonization of Mar Ivanios Thirumeni and for 
praying through his intercession for the intentions of others.

The Pastoral Council held in May 2016 urged me to 
relaunch the Prayer Ladder in the Exarchate under the auspices of Suvisesha 
Sangham.A formal ceremony was held in Bangalore to mark the 
relaunching by accepting a Registration Form from Mr CE Joy, the new 
Sabhathala Suvisesha Sangham member from Singasandra, Bangalore. The 
details will be communicated to you by Fr Varghese Valikkodath, the 
Exarchial Director of Suvisesha Sangham.

Pastoral Council Executive Committee Meeting

The Pastoral Council Executive Committee, an elected body of 
representatives from the Pastoral Council met for the first time on 18 July 
2016 at St Mary's Malankara Catholic Cathedral Khadki. The Executive 
Committee Meeting attended by most of the members discussed in detail the 
immediate planning for the projects visualized in the new property 
purchased at Khopoli, the progress made in other property transactions and 
the plans for the new projects in other parts of the Exarchate.

Bethany Ashram was founded by Fr PT Geevarghese (later Mar Ivanios) on 
15 August 1919 at Munadanmalain Ranni-Perunad. Ever since its 
foundation, Bethany has been a spiritual source and ecclesial strength for the 
Malankara Church. Let us thank the Lord for the wonderful gift of Bethany 
Ashram in the Malankara Church as it celebrates its 97th Foundation Day.

Malankara Catholic Sunday School Day

The Malankara Catholic Church celebrates the Sunday School Day on 7 
August 2016. Let this day be an occasion to create awareness on the 
relevance of Catechism in the present scenario. Sunday School is a divine 
arrangement in our ecclesial life to deepen the faith life of the children in
